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COOPERATION AGREEMENT
Between

The Conference of Constitutional Jurisdictions of Africa

And

The Conference of Constitutional Control Organs
of the Countries of New Democracy
PREAMBLE

The Conference of Constitutional Jurisdictions of Africa 
and the Conference of Constitutional Control Organs of the Countries of 
New Democracy,

As regional organizations, specialized in constitutional review,

Given the historical and distinguished relations between the State members of these two organizations which are bound especially by their commitment to freedom and the building of the State of Law,

Given the principles, the values and the objectives contained in the special status of each organization, 
Having in common the objective of following the evolution of constitutional review at the regional and global levels,
Given the importance of the constitutional justice in the fulfilment of the State of Law, the consolidation of democracy, the good governance and the protection of Human Rights,
Aware of the importance of cooperation, the exchange of experience in the field of constitutional review, and of the strengthening of friendship between the constitutional Courts and Councils of the State members, and in order to deal with the concept of constitutionality in depth, notably concerning the protection of public rights and liberties, and the improvement (enrichment) of constitutional knowledge (understanding),
Agreed to the following:

ARTICLE 1
This agreement aims at defining a framework for consultation, cooperation and coordination between the Conference of Constitutional Jurisdictions of Africa and the Conference of Constitutional Control Organs of the Countries 
of New Democracy, named below the parties.
ARTICLE 2
The cooperation between the two parties is based upon the following areas:

- The encouragement (support) of collaboration between the institutions (bodies) of constitutional justice of the State members of both organizations, through the exchange of ideas, experience, and information related to constitutional review;
- The development of research and law studies related to constitutional review, and notably those concerned with Human Rights and the establishment of a democratic State of Law;
- The joint organization of scientific events having themes chosen in common;
- Reciprocal (mutual) invitations to attend or participate in Conference proceedings and scientific meetings;
- Exchange of techniques (methods), the means used and the policy followed in the field of information and communication between the Constitutional Courts and Councils of the State members.

Both parties may by agreement add other areas of cooperation.
ARTICLE 3
Both parties agree to consult each other about questions of common interest, around a debate in regional and international spaces of constitutional justice.

ARTICLE 4
For the implementation of this agreement, a cooperation and coordination committee shall be established between the two parties. This committee monitors the above activities, it is composed of four members, half of them are appointed by both parties for a renewable two-year term.

ARTICLE 5
The two parties undertake to provide all the human, material and financial means to apply this agreement.

ARTICLE 6
The coming (entry) into force (effect), the modification or termination of this agreement shall be as follows:

- This agreement shall enter into force on the date of signature by both parties and cease to be valid three months after its denunciation by writing by either party;
- This agreement may be amended by mutual consent of both parties;
- In case of termination of the agreement, the cooperation actions already underway will continue to completion.

ARTICLE 7
This agreement is written in Russian, English, Arabic and French, each version being equally authentic,

Done and signed in Astana on August 27, 2018 in eight copies of the four languages, each party keeps one copy of each language.
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
